No other name
8 Then Peter was filled with the Holy Spirit and said to 
them, “Rulers of the people and elders: 9 If we are being 
examined today about a good deed done to a disabled 
man, by what means he was healed, 10 let it be known 
to all of you and to all the people of Israel, that by the 
name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified 
and whom God raised from the dead — by him this man 
is standing here before you healthy.

11 This Jesus is the stone rejected by you builders,
which has become the cornerstone.
12 There is salvation in no one else, for there is no other 
name under heaven given to people by which we must 
be saved.”

Jesus’ Analogy of Salvation
7 Jesus said again, “Truly I tell you, I am the gate for   
the sheep. 8 All who came before me are thieves and 
robbers, but the sheep didn’t listen to them. 9 I am the 
gate. If anyone enters by me, he will be saved and will 
come in and go out and find pasture. 10 A thief comes 
only to steal and kill and destroy. I have come so that 
they may have life and have it in abundance.
(John 10:7-10)
