




Luke 7
31 “To what then should I compare the people of 
this generation, and what are they like? 32 They 
are like children sitting in the marketplace and 
calling to each other: ’We played the flute for 
you, but you didn’t dance; we sang a 
lament, but you didn’t weep!’



Luke 7
33 For John the Baptist did not come eating 
bread or drinking wine, and you say, ‘He has a 
demon!’ 34 The Son of Man has come eating 
and drinking, and you say, ‘Look, a glutton and 
a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors and 
sinners!’ 35 Yet wisdom is vindicated by all her 
children.”



Luke 7
36 Then one of the Pharisees invited him to eat 
with him. He entered the Pharisee’s house and 
reclined at the table. 37 And a woman in the 
town who was a sinner found out that Jesus 
was reclining at the table in the Pharisee’s 
house. She brought an alabaster jar of perfume 
38 and stood behind him at his feet, weeping, 
and began to wash his feet with her tears. She 
wiped his feet with her hair, kissing them      
and anointing them with the perfume.



Luke 7
39 When the Pharisee who had invited him saw 
this, he said to himself, “This man, if he were a 
prophet, would know who and what kind of 
woman this is who is touching him — she’s a 
sinner!” 40 Jesus replied to him, “Simon, I have 
something to say to you.” He said, “Say it, 
teacher.”



Luke 7
41 “A creditor had two debtors. One owed five 
hundred denarii, and the other fifty. 42 Since 
they could not pay it back, he graciously 
forgave them both. So, which of them will love 
him more?” 43 Simon answered, “I suppose the 
one he forgave more.”



Luke 7
“You have judged correctly,” he told him. 
44 Turning to the woman, he said to Simon, “Do 
you see this woman? I entered your house; you 
gave me no water for my feet, but she, with her 
tears, has washed my feet and wiped them with 
her hair. 45 You gave me no kiss, but she hasn’t 
stopped kissing my feet since I came in. 46 You 
didn’t anoint my head with olive oil, but she has 
anointed my feet with perfume.” 



Luke 7
47 “Therefore I tell you, her many sins have 
been forgiven; that’s why she loved much. But 
the one who is forgiven little, loves little.” 
48 Then he said to her, “Your sins are 
forgiven.”



Luke 7
49 Those who were at the table with him began 
to say among themselves, “Who is this man 
who even forgives sins?” 50 And he said to the 
woman, “Your faith has saved you. Go in 
peace.”



• All of us are sinners vs 41

• None of us can save ourselves (vs 42

• Salvation/ Forgiveness originates in the heart of God (vs 42

• Salvation/ Forgiveness is initiated by the will of God (vs 42)

• Salvation/ Forgiveness is a gift from God (vs 42

• Love and Acts of Devotion do not save us, they are the 
appropriate response to our forgiveness (vs 47

• Faith is required for salvation (vs 50)
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• Jesus has compassion for the sinner (vs 44

• Jesus was the Messiah, Son of God, the God-Man

o He knew the thoughts of Simon (vs 40)

o He knew the sins of the woman vs 47 and Simon(vs 40)

o He had the authority to forgive sins (vs 49

savior
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• Your sin does not separate you from the love of God vs 41

• God is willing and able to forgive you (vs 48

• No one is past the point of God being able to save    
them (vss 41& 47), though some may be past being    
able to reach out to ask for forgiveness

• Don’t let what others think about you (vs 39) or what you 
think about yourself stop you from coming to the 
feet of Jesus for forgiveness

Sinner
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• Great love leads to a singular preoccupation on the 
person of Jesus Christ that disregards what other 
people think about you and enables you to overcome 
any barrier to worship.

• Worship void of emotion is unacceptable.

• Worship is primarily about giving something to the Lord, 
not receiving.

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Matthew 11
28 “Come to me, all of you who are weary and 
burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take up 
my yoke and learn from me, because I am lowly 
and humble in heart, and you will find rest for 
your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy and my 
burden is light.”
