Purple was cloth dyed with a very costly dye (obtainable from the shellfish
murex). It would be used for the outer garment and the fine linen for the
undergarment. The combination stands for the ultimate in luxury. Feasted
(euphrainomenos) sounds the note of happiness, for the same verb is used of
merriment in Luke 12:19; 15:23, 32. This man had all he asked in life and lived a
life of enjoyable ease.!
