Two Dangers Threatening Faith 

 
1.​ Spiritual Deception. 

 
Pharisees – marked by self-righteousness (legalists) 
 
Then Pharisees and scribes came from Jerusalem to Jesus and asked, “Why do Your 
disciples break the tradition of the elders? For they don’t wash their hands when they eat!” 
(Mt 15:1–2)  
 
Sadducees – marked by self-indulgence (liberals) 
 
The Sadducees say that there is no resurrection, and that there are neither angels nor 
spirits, but the Pharisees believe all these things. (Ac 23:8)  
 

2.​ Spiritual Dullness. 
 
Slow to learn 
 
Then Peter said to Jesus, “Explain to us the parable that says people aren’t defiled by what 
they eat.” “Don’t you understand yet?” Jesus asked. (Mt 15:15–16)  
 
Quick to forget
