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We’ve been studying how Jesus instructed us to deal with every circumstance and issue of life. 


Matthew 21:18-22 NLT: 18 In the morning, as Jesus was returning to Jerusalem, he 
was hungry, 19 and he noticed a fig tree beside the road. He went over to see if there 
were any figs, but there were only leaves. Then he said to it, “May you never bear fruit 
again!” And immediately the fig tree withered up. 20 The disciples were amazed when 
they saw this and asked, “How did the fig tree wither so quickly?” 21 Then Jesus told 
them, “I tell you the truth, if you have faith and don’t doubt, you can do things like this 
and much more. You can even say to this mountain, ‘May you be lifted up and thrown 
into the sea,’ and it will happen. 22 You can pray for anything, and if you have faith, you 
will receive it.” 

Let’s look at the same scripture in the book of Mark.


Mark 11:20-25 (AMP): 20 In the morning, when they were passing along, they noticed 
that the fig tree was withered [completely] away to its roots. 21 And Peter remembered 
and said to Him, Master, look! The fig tree which You doomed has withered away! 22 
And Jesus, replying, said to them, Have faith in God [constantly]. 23 Truly I tell you, 
whoever says to this mountain, Be lifted up and thrown into the sea! and does not 
doubt at all in his heart but believes that what he says will take place, it will be done for 
him. 24 For this reason I am telling you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe (trust 
and be confident) that it is granted to you, and you will [get it]. 25 And whenever you 
stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him and let it drop (leave it, 
let it go), in order that your Father Who is in heaven may also forgive you your [own] fai-
lings and shortcomings and let them drop.


I. Speak to those things, issues, and circumstances which are detrimental to your life or family. 


Mark 4:35-40 NLT: 35 As evening came, Jesus said to his disciples, “Let’s cross to the 
other side of the lake.”36 So they took Jesus in the boat and started out, leaving the 
crowds behind (although other boats followed). 37 But soon a fierce storm came up. 
High waves were breaking into the boat, and it began to fill with water. 38 Jesus was 
sleeping at the back of the boat with his head on a cushion. The disciples woke him up, 
shouting, “Teacher, don’t you care that we’re going to drown?” 39 When Jesus woke up, 
he rebuked the wind and said to the waves, “Silence! Be still!” Suddenly the wind stop-
ped, and there was a great calm. 40 Then he asked them, “Why are you afraid? Do you 
still have no faith?”


 A. Wait a minute, that was Jesus!!!  
 
John 14:12-18 NLT: 12 “I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same 
works I have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father. 
13 You can ask for anything in my name, and I will do it, so that the Son can bring glory 
to the Father. 14 Yes, ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it! 15 “If you love 
me, obey my commandments.16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another 
Advocate, who will never leave you. 17 He is the Holy Spirit, who leads into all truth. 



The world cannot receive him, because it isn’t looking for him and doesn’t recognize 
him. But you know him, because he lives with you now and later will be in you. 18 No, I 
will not abandon you as orphans—I will come to you. 

  1. Where did Jesus see this in operation? Genesis 1:1-3 NKJV

  2. As a man, did He have authority to speak to the natural elements. 


Genesis 1:27-28 (NKJV): 27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of 
God He created him; male and female He created them. 28 Then God blessed them, 
and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have domi-
nion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that 
moves on the earth.”  

    a. Subdue: to conquer; bring under to subjection by force; to make subservient; to dominate 
and tread down.


Psalms 8:4-6 NKJV: 4 What is man that You are mindful of him, And the son of man 
that You visit him? 5 For You have made him a little lower than the angels, And You 
have crowned him with glory and honor. 6 You have made him to have dominion over 
the works of Your hands; You have put all things under his feet...  

    b. How would this dominion be achieved? By words and prayers. 


Hebrews 1:1-3 NKJV: 1 God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time 
past to the fathers by the prophets, 2 has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, 
whom He has appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds; 3 
who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and up-
holding all things by the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, 
sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high...


* Upholding all things: upholding means to keep from falling; bring forth; produce; to bring for-
ward in a speech; to lead, conduct.


II. What about born again believers today? 


Matthew 16:18-19 (NKJV): 18 And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will 
build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 19 And I will give you the 
keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and 
whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.”


Luke 10:18-20 (NKJV): 18 And He said to them, “I saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. 19 
Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of 
the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 20 Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, 
that the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in 
heaven.”


Luke 13:10-16 NKJV: 10 Now He was teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath. 11 
And behold, there was a woman who had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years, and was bent over 
and could in no way raise herself up. 12 But when Jesus saw her, He called her to Him and 
said to her, “Woman, you are loosed from your infirmity.” 13 And He laid His hands on her, and 
immediately she was made straight, and glorified God. 14 But the ruler of the synagogue ans-
wered with indignation, because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath; and he said to the crowd, 



“There are six days on which men ought to work; therefore come and be healed on them, and 
not on the Sabbath day.” 15 The Lord then answered him and said, “Hypocrite! Does not each 
one of you on the Sabbath loose his ox or donkey from the stall, and lead it away to water it? 
16 So ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan has bound—think of 
it—for eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on the Sabbath?”


Mark 16:14-20 NKJV: 14 Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He re-
buked their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they did not believe those who had seen 
Him after He had risen. 15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to 
every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe 
will be condemned. 17 And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast 
out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink 
anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will re-
cover.” 19 So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received up into heaven, and 
sat down at the right hand of God. 20 And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord 
working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.
