Black History Moment:   
Those Who watched The 2004 Paris Olympic Games there were a lot of firsts. We competed in fencing, track & 
field; high jump, hammer throw, wrestling, boxing, volleyball,  swimming, water polo, Women’s and Men’s 
basketball, and Rugby, the list goes on…. So many names I would like to mention, so little room.  Simone Biles- 
she is the GOAT,  Nia Akins, Perry Baker, Kennedy Blades, Vashti Cummingham,  Aaron Cummings, Tara 
Davis Woodall, Annette Echikunwoke  is a Nigerian-American hammer thrower.  Yes, some Olympic athletes 
are allowed to compete for a country other than the one they live in  Athletes with dual-citizenship can choose 
which country to represent, but they cannot switch countries within three years of the Olympic Games. LeBron 
James and Coco Gauff were the flag bearers for team USA – Snoop Dogg and Flava Flav, what can I say…on 
the world stage.  Did they even imagine?  Even though We are still under representative in some fields we 
continue to achieve, Anthony Nesty, in 1988 became the first black swimmer to win the gold.  Now here in Paris 
36 years later he is making history once again as the first Black head swimming coach for the 2024 Paris Olympic 
Games. He trains the likes of seven-time Olympic gold medalist Caeleb Dressel and two-time Olympic gold 
medalist Bobby Finke, both of whom he coached at the University of Florida, as well as seven-time Olympic gold 
medalist Katie Ledecky.  Quincy Wilson –16 years old  now an American gold medalist, He is a AME Church 
member is the youngest Male Track Athlete to compete in the Olympics for the USA.  He a rising Junior at the 
Bullis School in Potomac, Maryland, and attends Wayman Good Hope A.M.E. Church in Severna Park, 
Maryland. He is a straight “A” student and premier youth athlete, He frequently mentors the Track and Field youth 
in the Fort Meade, Maryland area, where he started youth track at seven years old. Despite influences from 
multiple corners of the world, he gives all Glory to God! We congratulate all who won and those who didn’t to 
make it to compete in the Olympics is an honor in itself. These athletes not only represent their sports but also 
symbolize hope, resilience, and the power of dreams. as they competed in Paris.  We pray that they inspired  
countless young athletes worldwide. They have stories of triumph and perseverance…I can do all things….  We 
must continue to be encouragers and pray.. As James Baldwin famously wrote, “I love America more than any 
other country in this world, and, exactly for this reason, I insist on the right to criticize her perpetually.”  We still 
have to stand and continue to make our voices heard.
