Do not 
use commentaries. Instead, simply look up the verse and summarize its 
instruction to Israel.) 

Next, look up the ‘Application’ passage (THE APPLICATION PASSAGE 
IS NOT YOUR APPLICATION. IT IS THE PASSAGE IN WHICH 
THE LAW MUST BE APPLIED OR UNDERSTOOD IN ORDER TO 
CORRECTLY BE INTERPRETED) and briefly summarize it in one or two 
sentences. 

Finally, explain why/how the instruction passage relates to / impacts the 
interpretation of the ‘application’ passage. For example, “The Law instructs 
Israel not to do X. Israel is doing X. That is bad.”
