(Eccl. 2:1-26 & the stress of searching)

Is life worth living? Ch. 1-2 — The problem declared!
Ch. 3-10 — The problem discussed!
Ch. 11-12 — The problem decided!

Mist rises when good gifts are asked to do God’s job.
#1. M Misleads (Eccl. 2:1-11)

Enjoyment fades quickly ( Law of Diminishing Returns)
#2. 1 Is Insatiable (Eccl. 2:12-22)

Work alone cannot satisfy ( Law of the Treadmill)

#3.S Is Short Lived (Eccl. 2:21-23)

Everything is left behind ( The Law of Transfer)

#4.T Transforms (Eccl. 2:24-26)

Life is to be received with gratitude ( The Law of Reception)

Release creates relief by letting go of control we were never meant
to carry (Eccl. 1). Just breathe, God’s got this.
