Gospel of Mark: Mark 13:28-37

Bottom Line:
When you approach your life in light of Jesus’ return it makes all the difference in your ‘here and
now' and eternity. Act like your life depends on it - because it does.

1. What does this study reveal to you about God?
2. What does this study reveal to you about yourself?
3. Based on this, what changes do you need to make?

4. What is your prayer for today?

If you knew Jesus was returning in a week, month, or year how would it change how you lived
your life? Jesus says in verse 37 "everyone: Watch!" Why is being prepared and expectant for
His return so crucial? What motivates you to live with this mindset?

2 Jesus compares His return to a master going away and putting his servants in charge (v.34).
What has Christ entrusted to you during this time before His return? How are you stewarding
those responsibilities?

Verse 35 warns against being caught unaware when the master returns. What are some ways
we can avoid spiritual apathy or drifting from our faith as we wait for Christ?

Anytime you read God’s Word you have to put things into perspective. You also have to realize that
the terms, not words, have meanings. As a group re-read the scriptures that were studied. Try a the
Amplified Version and compare that to the NJKV, NIV, ESV, or NASB. Pick a few words and have a
group member look that word up on blueletterbible.com or with their app.
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
