READ/STUDY/DISCUSS
1. Read Romans 10:8-17. Why are both believing and confessing important? What happens when one

of those two things is missing?

2. Verse 14 is a chain of questions; what sticks out about this progression?

3. When is a time you most clearly heard God’s Word in your life? What made it impactful?

4. Read Psalm 1. This Psalm shows a contradiction between two different ways of life. What does it

look like to “delight in the Word of the Lord” in your daily life?

5. Read John 6:52-69. Jesus gave a hard teaching, and the crowds went away as quickly as they had

assembled. What do you hear in Peter’s confession?

6. You are the hands and feet of Jesus, also the heart, eyes and voice. What would it look like if we all
went around with this awareness?
PRAY
Ask God to deepen your faith, clarify your witness, and use your life as a living example of the power of

the Gospel this week.
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A GOOD CONFESSION
Romans 10:8-17 (Psalm 1; John6:52-69)

FAITH in Jesus lives in your heart and comes out of your mouth.

“..because, if you confess with your MOUTH that Jesus is Lord and believe in your HEART that God
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved” (Romans 10:9).
