c. We are united in a promise: Truth covers us, grace is for us, Christ is with us. (Titus 2:1)

We are united in a purpose: battle sin personally, help each other in community, Show the
world the love of Jesus. (Galatians 5:24; Galatians 6:12)

Read 1 Corinthians 12:12-27. What is your role in the body? And what is the body’s role in the
world? How is unity different than uniformity?

Application: What do you think the role of Christ’s body is in the world? What then is your role as

a part of that body? How do you excersize that utility?

1) United in PROBLEM:
- FLESH Pinch yourself (Galatians 5; Romans 7)

- DEVIL You have an enemy (John 16; 1 Peter 5; Ephesians 6)

2) United by a PROMISE:
- SET APART...not ripped apart. (John 17:17)
- GRACE that is big enough for you and the world. (Titus 2:1)
- Insulated... not ISOLATED. (John 17:15)

3) United for PURPOSE:
- CRUCIFY the flesh. (Galatians 5:24)
- CARRY each other’s burdens. (Galatians 6:2)
- That the WORLD may know. (John 17:23)
