David committed sins for which the Law prescribed DEATH.

David considered his sins against Bathsheba and Uriah as a DIRECT

ATTACK against God.

“Create in me a CLEAN heart, O God and renew a right spirit within

me.” (Psalm 51:10)

The Gospel does not equip us to prove God’s EXISTENCE; it calls
us to teach about his MERCY.

[God] raised up David to be their king, of whom he testified and
said, ‘1 have found in David the son of Jesse a man after my

heart, who will do all my will.” (Acts 13:22)
