Romans 8:18 “For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not
worth comparing with the glory that is to be revealed to us.”

Psalm 30:5 “For his anger is but for a moment, and his favor is for a lifetime.
Weeping may tarry for the night, but joy comes with the morning.”

Looking At Something “...as we look not to the things
that are seen but to the things that are unseen.” (v.18a)
