Acts 1:6-8 “So when the apostles were with Jesus, they kept
asking him, ‘Lord, has the time come for you to free Israel and
restore our kingdom?’ He replied, ‘The Father alone has the
authority to set those dates and times, and they are not for you
to know. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes
upon you. And you will be my witnesses, telling people about
me everywhere—in Jerusalem, throughout Judea, in Samaria,
and to the ends of the earth.””

Matthew 28:20 “Teach these new disciples to obey all the
commands | have given you. And be sure of this: | am with you
always, even to the end of the age.”

1 Thessalonians 1:5 “For when we brought you the Good
News, it was not only with words but also with power, for the
Holy Spirit gave you full assurance that what we said was true.
And you know of our concern for you from the way we lived
when we were with you.”

“And you
will be my witnesses, telling people about me...” (v.8b)

Luke 24:47 “It was also written that this message would be
proclaimed in the authority of his name to all the nations,
beginning in Jerusalem: ‘There is forgiveness of sins for all who
repent.””

Answers The Question, “ ?” “...telling
people about me everywhere—in Jerusalem, throughout Judea,
in Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” (v.8c)

Isaiah 49:6 “He says, ‘You will do more than restore the people
of Israel to me. | will make you a light to the Gentiles, and you
will bring my salvation to the ends of the earth.’”

Acts 1:9-11 “After saying this, he was taken up into a cloud
while they were watching, and they could no longer see him. As
they strained to see him rising into heaven, two white-robed
men suddenly stood among them. ‘Men of Galilee,’ they said,
‘why are you standing here staring into heaven? Jesus has
been taken from you into heaven, but someday he will return
from heaven in the same way you saw him go!’”
