'Raise a standard toward Zion,
flee for safety, stay not, for | bring disaster from the north, and great
destruction.”

Deuteronomy 28:1-2 “And if you faithfully obey the voice of the Lord
your God, being careful to do all his commandments that | command
you today, the Lord your God will set you high above all the nations of
the earth. And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake
you, if you obey the voice of the Lord your God.”

Deuteronomy 28:15 “But if you will not obey the voice of the Lord
your God or be careful to do all his commandments and his statutes
that | command you today, then all these curses shall come upon you
and overtake you.”

While people are
saying, ‘There is peace and security,” then sudden destruction will
come upon them as labor pains come upon a preghant woman, and
they will not escape. But you are not in darkness, brothers, for that
day to surprise you like a thief. For you are all children of light,
children of the day. We are not of the night or of the darkness. So
then let us not sleep, as others do, but let us keep awake and be
sober”
