And he did not permit him but 
said to him, ‘Go home to your friends and tell them how much the 
Lord has done for you, and how he has had mercy on you.’ ” And he

Luke 21:12-13 “But before all this they will lay their hands on you and 
persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues and prisons, and 

you will be brought before kings and governors for my name s sake. 
This will be your opportunity to bear witness.”
