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In a Letter to Diognetus (130 AD)

"Christians are indistinguishable from other men either by
nationality, language or customs...and yet there is something
extraordinary about their lives. They live in their own countries
as though they were only passing through. They play their full
role as citizens but labor under all the disabilities of aliens....
Like others, they marry and have children, but they do not
expose them. They share their meals, but not their wives.
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In a Letter to Diognetus (130 AD)

They live in the flesh, but they are not governed by the desires

of the flesh. They pass their days upon earth, but they are
citizens of heaven. Obedient to the laws, they yet live on a
level that transcends the law.”
