1. Seedtime and Harvest



Genesis 8:22 
While the earth remains, seedtime 
and harvest, and cold and heat, 
and summer and winter, and day 
and night shall not cease.



You will always experience 
changing seasons.



Do not get stuck 
on how things look now. 



Mark 4:26–29
26 And He was saying, “The kingdom 
of God is like a man who casts seed 
upon the soil; 27 and he goes to bed 
at night and gets up by day, and the 
seed sprouts and grows—how, he 
himself does not know.



Mark 4:26–29
28 The soil produces crops by itself; 
first the blade, then the head, then 
the mature grain in the head. 29 But 
when the crop permits, he 
immediately puts in the sickle, 
because the harvest has come.

2. Entering and Exiting



1 Kings 3:6–7 
6 Then Solomon said, “You have shown great 
lovingkindness to Your servant David my father, 
according as he walked before You in truth and 
righteousness and uprightness of heart toward 
You; and You have reserved for him this great 
lovingkindness, that you have given him a so to 
sit on his throne, as it is this day... 



1 Kings 3:6–7 
7 ...Now, O Lord my God, You have made Your 
servant king in place of my father David, yet I am 
but a little child; I do not know how to go out or 
come in.”



Psalms 121:8 
The Lord will guard your going out and your
coming in from this time forth and forever.



Deuteronomy 28:6-7 
6 You will be blessed when you come in and 
blessed when you go out.
7 The Lord will grant that the enemies who rise 
up against you will be defeated before you. 
They will come at you from one direction but 
flee from you in seven.



Numbers 27:16–17 
16 May the LORD, the God of the spirits of all 
flesh, appoint a man over the congregation, 
17 who will go out and come in before them, 
and who will lead them out and bring them 
in, so that the congregation of the LORD will 
not be like sheep which have no shepherd.
