e Under some circumstances, divorce is proper.
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Balanced Biblical View

1. Hate all of the things that God hates about divorce.

2. Recognize that in this sinful world, there are going to be
situations in which it may be necessary to obtain a
divorce.

3. Be clear that those who wrongly, sinfully (on other than
biblical grounds) obtain a divorce, need to recognize
and repent of their sin.

4. Understand that precisely because it's a sin, it's

forgivable.

They asked, “Is it
lawful for a man to divorce his wife for any and every
reason?”

Have you not read that He who created them from the
beginning made them male and female, and said, ‘For this
reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be
joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh’?

But to the rest | say, not the Lord, that if any brother has a wife who is an
unbeliever, and she consents to live with him, he must not divorce her.
And a woman who has an unbelieving husband, and he consents to live
with her, she must not send her husband away. For the unbelieving
husband is sanctified through his wife, and the unbelieving wife is
sanctified through her believing husband; for otherwise your children
are unclean, but now they are holy. Yet if the unbelieving one leaves, let
him leave; the brother or the sister is not under bondage in such cases,
but God has called us to peace.
