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• By grace, I reign through the gift of righteousness
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• Salvation (Sōzō ) - Saved, Being Saved 
• Salvation includes forgiveness but so much more!
• Sōzō, speaks of ALL that Jesus died to give us

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Faith In God’s Promises
• Bible is full of God’s promises: 3000-8000
– “For God gives the Spirit without limit” - John 3:34

• We need to learn the promises of God for every 
area of our life…all the things God has for us



Romans 10:9-10
…The word is near you, in your mouth and in your 
heart” (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); 
because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is 
Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him 
from the dead, you will be saved… 
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Joshua 1:8
Keep this Book of the Law always on your lips; 
meditate on it day and night, so that you may be 
careful to do everything written in it. Then you will 
be prosperous and successful.
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Believe, Confess…Then Grace
1. Meditate on God’s Word (faith comes by 

hearing)
2. Keep this Book of the Law always on your lips 

(confess)
3. Then the GRACE of God comes in to deliver the 

promise (grace comes by faith)



Manifold Grace
• The manifold grace of God comes by the faith to 

receive the promises in God’s Word.  That multi-
faceted grace makes those promises a reality in 
every area of our lives
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Yes and Amen!
• “For no matter how many promises God has 

made, they are “Yes” in Christ. And so through him 
the “Amen” is spoken by us to the glory of God” - 
2 Corintians 1:20 NIV 

• All the promises of God are Yes and Amen to all 
of us in Christ Jesus!
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1. You must believe the Word of God is true
– Ephesians 6 (belt of truth)
– If you believe the Word of God, then you will 

easily get victory over sin
– You must believe the Word of God is true in 

every area of your life
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Obstaces To God’s Promises
2. You must believe you are qualified
– “and giving joyful thanks to the Father, who has qualified 

you to share in the inheritance of his holy people in the 
kingdom of light. For he has rescued us from the dominion 
of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he 
loves” - Colossians 1:12-13

– What qualifies me is the finished work of Jesus on the cross
– Qualified (hikanoō) - to equip one with adequate power 

to perform duties
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Faith To Receive Grace
• Stop concentrating on using faith to receive things
• Start concentrating on using faith to receive grace
• Seek first His Kingdom…



Proverbs 12:28
In the way of righteousness is life, and in its pathway 
there is no death.
