6. Do you have a pattern or systematic way of studying God’s 

word, and are you being accountable to anyone for your 

study? 

7. What does your involvement with the community of the 

Kingdom of God among us look like? Who in your life is 

showing you a different aspect of Jesus and our heavenly 

Father in a way that you might not have seen by yourself?
