Who is the Holy Ghost?

Principle #1: 



Acts 19:2  
…they said unto him, We 
have not so much as heard 
whether there be any Holy 
Ghost 



John 16:7  
Nevertheless I tell you the truth; 

It is expedient for you that I go 
away: for if I go not away, the 

Comforter will not come unto 
you; but if I depart, I will send 

him unto you

John 14:16  
And I will pray the Father, 
and he shall give you 
another Comforter, that he 
may abide with you for ever 



Psalm 139:7-10  
Whither shall I go from thy spirit? or 

whither shall I flee from thy presence? 8 If I 
ascend up into heaven, thou [art] there: if I 

make my bed in hell, behold, thou [art 
there]. 9 [If] I take the wings of the 

morning, [and] dwell in the uttermost parts 
of the sea; 10 Even there shall thy hand lead 

me, and thy right hand shall hold me.   



Acts 1:8  
But ye shall receive power, after that the 
Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye 
shall be witnesses unto me both in 
Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in 
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of 
the earth 



1 Corinthians 2:10-12  
But God hath revealed [them] unto us by his 
Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, 

the deep things of God. 11 For what man 
knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit 
of man which is in him? even so the things 
of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of 

God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit 
of the world, but the spirit which is of God; 

that we might know the things that are freely 
given to us of God. 



What is the Baptism of 
the Holy Ghost?

Principle #2: 



Acts 19:3-4  
And he said unto them, Unto what then 
were ye baptized? And they said, Unto 
John's baptism. 4 Then said Paul, John 
verily baptized with the baptism of 
repentance, saying unto the people, that 
they should believe on him which should 
come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus. 



Matthew 3:6  
And were baptized 

of him in Jordan, 
confessing their sins 



Matthew 3:11  
I indeed baptize you with water unto 
repentance: but he that cometh after 
me is mightier than I, whose shoes I 
am not worthy to bear: he shall 
baptize you with the Holy Ghost, 
and [with] fire: 



Para meaning 
“with”  



John 14:17  
…for he dwelleth 

with you 



En meaning 
“in”  



John 14:17 
…and shall be 
in you.



1 Corinthians 6:19  
What? know ye not that 

your body is the temple of 
the Holy Ghost [which is] in 
you, which ye have of God, 

and ye are not your own?

“upon or over”

Why Do I Need the 
Baptism of the Holy Ghost?

John 7:37-39  
In the last day, that great [day] of the feast, 

Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, 
let him come unto me, and drink. 38 He that 

believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out 
of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 39 

(But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that 
believe on him should receive: for the Holy 

Ghost was not yet [given]; because that Jesus 
was not yet glorified 



Romans 6:4  
Therefore we are 
buried with him by 
baptism into death 



How Do I Receive the 
Baptism of the Holy Ghost?

Principle #4: 



Acts 19:6  
And when Paul had laid 

[his] hands upon them, the 
Holy Ghost came on them; 

and they spake with 
tongues, and prophesied 



Acts 2:2-4  
And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as 
of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the 
house where they were sitting. 3 And there 
appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, 
and it sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all 
filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak 
with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them 
utterance. 



Acts 8:14, 17  
Now when the apostles which 
were at Jerusalem heard that 

Samaria had received the word of 
God, they sent unto them Peter 

and John: ... 17 Then laid they 
[their] hands on them, and they 

received the Holy Ghost. 



Acts 9:17  
And Ananias went his way, and 
entered into the house; and putting 
his hands on him said, Brother 
Saul, the Lord, [even] Jesus, that 
appeared unto thee in the way as 
thou camest, hath sent me, that 
thou mightest receive thy sight, 
and be filled with the Holy Ghost.



Acts 10:44  
While Peter yet spake 
these words, the Holy 
Ghost fell on all them 

which heard the word.
