Principle #1:
Stop Looking at What Happened 



Judges 6:12 
…The LORD is with 
thee, thou mighty man 
of valour



If the enemy can keep you stuck in the mire of 
what has happened in life, you will never have 

the strength to get up and do something about it 



Isaiah 43:18-19
Remember not the former things, nor 

consider the things of old. Behold, I am 
doing a new thing; now it springs forth, 

do you not perceive it? I will make a way 
in the wilderness and rivers in the desert



Judges 6:15 
And he said unto him, Oh my Lord, 
wherewith shall I save Israel? behold, 
my family is poor in Manasseh, and 
I am the least in my father's house



Principle #2:
Stop Playing Small 

and Making Excuses 



Judges 6:16 
And the LORD said unto him, 

Surely I will be with thee, and thou 
shalt smite the Midianites as one man



1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it 
doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we 
know that, when he shall appear, we shall be 
like him; for we shall see him as he is.

Principle #3:
 Let God Consume 

What You Have 



Judges 6:21 
Then the angel of the LORD put forth the end 
of the staff that was in his hand, and touched 
the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and there 
rose up fire out of the rock, and consumed the 
flesh and the unleavened cakes. Then the angel 
of the LORD departed out of his sight



Judges 6:25-26 
And it came to pass the same night, that the LORD said unto 
him, Take thy father's young bullock, even the second bullock 

of seven years old, and throw down the altar of Baal that thy 
father hath, and cut down the grove that is by it: And build an 

altar unto the LORD thy God upon the top of this rock, in the 
ordered place, and take the second bullock, and offer a burnt 

sacrifice with the wood of the grove which thou shalt cut down



Judges 6:29-30 
And they said one to another, Who hath done 
this thing? And when they enquired and asked, 
they said, Gideon the son of Joash hath done this 
thing. Then the men of the city said unto Joash, 
Bring out thy son, that he may die: because he 
hath cast down the altar of Baal, and because he 
hath cut down the grove that was by it.
