Principle #3: 



Acts 16:7  
After they were come to 
Mysia, they assayed to go into 
Bithynia: but the Spirit 
suffered them not. 



1 Corinthians 13:8-10  
As for prophecies, they will pass 

away; as for tongues, they will 
cease; as for knowledge, it will 

pass away. 9 For we know in part 
and we prophesy in part, 10 but 

when the perfect comes, the 
partial will pass away. 



Romans 8:27  
And he that searcheth the hearts 
knoweth what [is] the mind of 
the Spirit, because he maketh 
intercession for the saints 
according to [the will of] God.

10 Now after he had seen the 
vision, immediately we sought to go to 
Macedonia, concluding that the Lord had 
called us to preach the gospel to them.
