Principle 1:
God Establishes His 

Sovereignty 
Before Addressing 

Our Situation



Before God addresses 
your situation – He 

establishes His 
authority over the 

situation



If you misunderstand 
who God is – you will 

misinterpret 
everything God does 



God’s sovereignty:  
Nothing exists, 

moves, or unfolds 
outside of the 

authority of God 



Principle 2:
God Not Only 

Created the Universe 
– He Governs the 

Universe  



Job 38:8-11  
Or [who] shut up 
the sea with doors, 
when it brake forth, 
[as if] it had issued 
out of the womb?



Job 38:8-11  
9 When I made the 
cloud the garment 
thereof, and thick 
darkness a 
swaddlingband for it,

There is a 
boundary on what 

you are facing 



1 Corinthians 10:13  
There hath no temptation taken 
you but such as is common to 
man: but God [is] faithful, who 
will not suffer you to be 
tempted above that ye are able; 
but will with the temptation 
also make a way to escape, that 
ye may be able to bear [it].

Never once in your life 
have you made the sun to 

rise—but never once in 
your life has the sun ever 

failed to rise on you

Principle 3:
What is Out of Your 

Control is Under 
God’s Command

sword to approach 
[unto him].
