Luke 19:1-3

among the publicans, and he was rich. 3 
And he sought to see Jesus who he was; 
and could not for the press, because he 
was little of stature. 



Principle 1:
The Distance of the Tree

Luke 19:2 
which was the chief 
among the publicans



Mark 2:16  
And when the scribes and 

Pharisees saw him eat with 
publicans and sinners, they said 
unto his disciples, How is it that 

he eateth and drinketh with 
publicans and sinners? 



Luke 19:3  
And he sought to see Jesus 
who he was; and could 
not for the press, because 
he was little of stature. 



Luke 19:4  
And he ran before, 

and climbed up into a 
sycomore tree to see 

him: for he was to 
pass that [way].

Principle 3:
The Decision to 

Take Action

from any man by false accusation, 

I restore [him] fourfold
