Job 1:6

The devil is under the 
supernatural authority 

of God and can do 
nothing without God’s 

permission



Before the Cross: 
Satan Had Access and 

a Legal Role as 
Accuser 



Job 1:9-11  
Then Satan answered 
the LORD, and said, 
Doth Job fear God for 
nought? 10 Hast not 
thou made an hedge 



Job 1:9-11  
and about his house, and 
about all that he hath on 
every side? thou hast 
blessed the work of his 
hands, and his substance is 
increased in the land.



Job 1:9-11  
11 But put forth thine 
hand now, and touch 
all that he hath, and 
he will curse thee to 
thy face.



Zechariah 3:1-2  
And he shewed me Joshua the 
high priest standing before 
the angel of the LORD, and 
Satan standing at his right 

hand to resist him.



Zechariah 3:1-2  
2 And the LORD said unto Satan, 

The LORD rebuke thee, O Satan; 
even the LORD that hath 

chosen Jerusalem rebuke thee: 
[is] not this a brand plucked 

out of the fire? 



Revelation 12:10  
…the accuser of 

our brethren…
which accused 

them before our 
God day and night. 



At the Cross: 
Jesus Disarmed 

and Legally 
Defeated Satan 



Colossians 2:14-15  
Blotting out the 
handwriting of ordinances 
that was against us, which 
was contrary to us, and 
took it out of the way, 
nailing it to his cross;



Colossians 2:14-15  
15 [And] having spoiled 
principalities and 
powers, he made a shew of 
them openly, triumphing 
over them in it. 



Hebrews 2:14  
Forasmuch then as the 
children are partakers 
of flesh and blood, he 

also himself likewise 
took part of the same; 



Hebrews 2:14  
that through death 

he might destroy 
him that had the 

power of death, 
that is, the devil; 



After the 
Resurrection: Satan 

Is Cast Down and 
Now Restricted 



Revelation 12:7-10  
And there was war in 
heaven: Michael and 
his angels fought 
against the dragon; 
and the dragon 
fought and his angels,



Revelation 12:7-10  
8 And prevailed 
not; neither was 
their place found 
any more in heaven.



Revelation 12:7-10  
9 And the great dragon was 
cast out, that old serpent, 
called the Devil, and Satan, 
which deceiveth the whole 
world: he was cast out into the 
earth, and his angels were cast 
out with him.



Revelation 12:7-10  
10 And I heard a loud voice 
saying in heaven, Now is 
come salvation, and 
strength, and the 
kingdom of our God, and 
the power of his Christ:

For the accuser of our 
brethren is cast down, 
which accused them 
before our God day 
and night.

Principle 4:
How Did They 
All Get There?



Ephesians 6:12  
For we wrestle not against flesh 

and blood, but against 
principalities, against powers, 

against the rulers of the darkness 
of this world, against spiritual 

wickedness in high [places]. 



What feels like chaos 
on earth is still 

ordered in heaven 



When you cannot see 
God’s hand – you can 

always trust His heart 



What you are walking 
through is not proof 

that God has abandoned 
you…It just may be proof 
that God trusts what He 

has put inside of you 



Job 1:8  
And the LORD said unto Satan, 
Hast thou considered my 
servant Job, that [there is] 
none like him in the earth, a 
perfect and an upright man, 
one that feareth God, and 
escheweth evil? 



This trial was not 
revealing what Job 

possessed to God… it 
was revealing what 
Job possessed to Job 



1 Corinthians 10:13  
There hath no temptation 

taken you but such as is 
common to man: but God [is] 

faithful, who will not 
suffer you to be tempted 

above that ye are able;



1 Corinthians 10:13  
but will with the 

temptation also make 
a way to escape, that ye 
may be able to bear [it].
