Faith (pistis) 
– it is conviction of the 

truth of anything 



The Gift of Faith is the 
supernatural manifestation of 

the Spirit of God that 
miraculously drops in your heart 
the assurance of an answer to 

your prayer even before you see 
it with your natural eyes 



Mark 11:24 

Therefore I say unto 

you, What things 
soever ye desire, when 
ye pray, believe that ye 

receive them, and ye 
shall have them 



Mark 11:14, 20  
And Jesus answered and said 
unto it, No man eat fruit of 
thee hereafter for ever. And 
his disciples heard [it]. ... 20 
And in the morning, as they 
passed by, they saw the fig 
tree dried up from the roots 



Mark 11:21-22 

And Peter calling to 

remembrance saith unto

stocks. 25 And at midnight Paul and 
Silas prayed, and sang praises unto 
God: and the prisoners heard them.
