The Supernatural 

Ignorance of the World 



Genesis 41:1-8 
After two whole years, Pharaoh dreamed that he 
was standing by the Nile, and behold, there came 
up out of the Nile seven cows, attractive and 
plump, and they fed in the reed grass. And behold, 
seven other cows, ugly and thin, came up out of the 
Nile hem, and stood by the other cows on the bank 
of the Nile. And the ugly, thin cows ate up the seven 
attractive, plump cows. And Pharaoh awoke. 



Genesis 41:1-8 
And he fell asleep and dreamed a second time. 

And behold, seven ears of grain, plump and 
good, were growing on one stalk. And behold, 

after them sprouted seven ears, thin and 
blighted by the east wind. And the thin ears 

swallowed up the seven plump, full ears. And 
Pharaoh awoke, and behold, it was a dream. 



Genesis 41:1-8 
So in the morning his spirit was 
troubled, and he sent and called for 
all the magicians of Egypt and all its 
wise men. Pharaoh told them his 
dreams, but there was none who 
could interpret them to Pharaoh



Genesis 41:8 
And it came to pass in the morning that 
his spirit was troubled; and he sent and 

called for all the magicians of Egypt, and 
all the wise men thereof: and Pharaoh 

told them his dream; but [there was] none 
that could interpret them unto Pharaoh.



1 Corinthians 2:14 
But the natural man receiveth not 
the things of the Spirit of God: for 
they are foolishness unto him: 
neither can he know them, because 
they are spiritually discerned.



Matthew 6:31-33 
Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall 

we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, 
Wherewithal shall we be clothed? (For after all 

these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your 
heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of 

all these things.  But seek ye first the kingdom of 
God, and his righteousness; and all these things 

shall be added unto you

Intuitiveness of the Church 



Genesis 41:16 
And Joseph answered 
Pharaoh, saying, It is not in 
me: God shall give Pharaoh 
an answer of peace



Genesis 41:29-32 
There will come seven years of great plenty throughout 

all the land of Egypt, but after them there will arise 
seven years of famine, and all the plenty will be 

forgotten in the land of Egypt. The famine will consume 
the land, and the plenty will be unknown in the land by 
reason of the famine that will follow, for it will be very 

severe. And the doubling of Pharaoh's dream means 
that the thing is fixed by God, and God will shortly 

bring it about.

Influence of the Church 



Genesis 41:33 
Now therefore let Pharaoh 
select a discerning and 
wise man, and set him over 
the land of Egypt.



Genesis 41:37-38 
This proposal pleased Pharaoh 

and all his servants. And 
Pharaoh said to his servants, 

"Can we find a man like this, in 
whom is the Spirit of God?"



Genesis 41:40-44 
Thou shalt be over my house, 
and according unto thy word 
shall all my people be ruled: only 
in the throne will I be greater 
than thou



Genesis 41:41-44
And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, I have set thee over all 

the land of Egypt. And Pharaoh took off his ring from his 
hand, and put it upon Joseph's hand, and arrayed him in 

vestures of fine linen, and put a gold chain about his neck; 
And he made him to ride in the second chariot which he 

had; and they cried before him, Bow the knee: and he 
made him [ruler] over all the land of Egypt. And Pharaoh 
said unto Joseph, I [am] Pharaoh, and without thee shall 

no man lift up his hand or foot in all the land of Egypt



Ephesians 2:5-6 
Even when we were dead in sins, hath 
quickened us together with Christ, (by 
grace ye are saved;) And hath raised us 
up together, and made us sit together 
in heavenly places in Christ Jesus



Proverbs 29:2 
When the righteous are in 

authority, the people rejoice: 
but when the wicked beareth 

rule, the people mourn.



2 Timothy 1:6 
Wherefore I put thee in 
remembrance that thou stir up 
the gift of God, which is in thee 
by the putting on of my hands



Genesis 41:16
And Joseph answered 

Pharaoh, saying, [It is] not in 
me: God shall give Pharaoh 

an answer of peace



Genesis 41:40 
Thou shalt be over my house, and 
according unto thy word shall all 
my people be ruled: only in the 
throne will I be greater than thou



Isaiah 55:11
So shall my word be that goeth forth 

out of my mouth: it shall not return 
unto me void, but it shall accomplish 

that which I please, and it shall 
prosper [in the thing] whereto I sent it.
