Principle 1:
The Disappointment 



Luke 24:22
…and certain women also of our 
company made us astonished, which 
were early at the sepulchre; 23 And when 
they found not his body, they came, 
saying, that they had also seen a vision 
of angels, which said that he was alive. 



Luke 24:15-16  
And it came to pass, that, 

while they communed 
[together] and reasoned, 
Jesus himself drew near, 

and went with them 



Luke 24:16

God wants you to 
trust Him even in the 
times you cannot see 

Him or feel Him  



Disappointment causes 
us to believe what we 

feel rather than 
believe what we know  



Principle 2:
Disappointment 

Leads to 
Disillusionment 



Luke 24:19-20  
And he said unto them, What things? And 
they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of 
Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in 
deed and word before God and all the 
people: 20 And how the chief priests and 
our rulers delivered him to be condemned 
to death, and have crucified him.  



Luke 24:21  
But we trusted that it had 

been he which should have 
redeemed Israel: and beside 

all this, to day is the third day 
since these things were done. 



Disillusionment is the 
emotional result of unmet 

expectations. It is when the 
plan and picture we painted 
of God no longer matches 

our reality.   



Never allow temporary 
disillusionment with 

life define the 
permanent direction 

of your life  



Luke 24:25-27  
Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of 
heart to believe all that the prophets have 
spoken: 26 Ought not Christ to have 
suffered these things, and to enter into his 
glory? 27 And beginning at Moses and all the 
prophets, he expounded unto them in all the 
scriptures the things concerning himself. 



Principle 3:
Disillusionment 
Leads to Doubt 



God’s Word is the 
only antidote to 
personal doubt  



Luke 24:25  
O fools, and slow of heart 
to believe all that the 
prophets have spoken 



The Word of God 
Will Reframe our 

Expectation  



Luke 24:27 
Beginning at Moses and 

all the prophets, He 
expounded unto them 



The more deeply you 
understand God’s Word – 
the more clearly you will 
understand your world  



Luke 24:32

Principle 4:
New Direction 

Comes Through 
Divine Revelation 



Luke 24:28-31  
And they drew nigh unto the village, 

whither they went: and he made as 
though he would have gone further. 29 
But they constrained him, saying, Abide 

with us: for it is toward evening, and 
the day is far spent. And he went in to 

tarry with them.
