Personal Rejection 
of the Word of God 

Principle #1: 



Acts 17:4-5  
And some of them believed, and consorted 
with Paul and Silas; and of the devout Greeks 
a great multitude, and of the chief women not 
a few. 5 But the Jews which believed not, 
moved with envy, took unto them certain 
lewd fellows of the baser sort, and gathered a 
company, and set all the city on an uproar, 
and assaulted the house of Jason, and sought 
to bring them out to the people 



The biggest enemies you 
will have are those who 

choose tradition over truth  



John 15:11  
These things have I spoken 

unto you, that my joy might 
remain in you, and [that] 

your joy might be full 



1 Peter 1:8  
Whom having not seen, ye 
love; in whom, though now ye 
see [him] not, yet believing, ye

Personal Receptivity

Be Consistent



Psalm 1:2  
But his delight [is] in the 
law of the LORD; and in 
his law doth he meditate 

day and night 



Your Study Must 
be Comprehensive  



2 Timothy 3:16  
All scripture [is] given by 
inspiration of God, and [is] 
profitable for doctrine, for 
reproof, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness: 



Your Study Must be 
with Concentration   



1 Timothy 4:16  
Take heed to yourself and to 

the doctrine. Continue in 
them, for in doing this you 
will save both yourself and 

those who hear you

Principle #3: 



Ephesians 6:17  
And take the helmet of 
salvation, and the sword 
of the Spirit, which is 
the word of God 



Ephesians 6:14-17  
Stand therefore, having your loins girt 

about with truth, and having on the 
breastplate of righteousness; 15 And your 

feet shod with the preparation of the 
gospel of peace; 16 Above all, taking the 

shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able 
to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 

17 And take the helmet of salvation 



Every other piece of armor 
defends you from the enemy – 
but the Word of God is the only 

one that attacks the enemy
