seasons of life, and in the “timelessness” (Eliot) of worship throughout 
eternity.” 3

Ä Ephesians 2:20-22 – The Church is a holy temple in the Lord  
 

X What does sacred space look like?  
 

Ä It is where we meet and experience

mountain trail, or when I’m in my 
living room, face-down on the 
carpet.”

of the Day (12 am, 3 am, 6 am, 9 am, 12 pm, 3 pm, 6 pm, 9 pm); etc.   
 
r Try Something Out of the Ordinary ~ Spend a Day with God… Come to 

UNITE “One Accord” Prayer…  Begin Responding to the Altar… 
 
r Partner with a Friend to Pray ~ Share the experience of worship, 

meditation, memorization, reading God’s Word, praising, praying, reflecting 
on God… 
 

r Make a Faith Decision ~ Prayerfully place my faith in Jesus Christ, God’s 
Son, by recognizing Him as my personal Lord and Savior and by asking 
and receiving the forgiveness of my sins.
