¶ v.48a – “The Gentiles…were glad and glorified the word of the

¶ v.48b – “And as many as had been appointed to eternal life 
believed.”     

 

¶ v.49 – “The word of the Lord was being spread throughout all the 
region.”   

 

¶ v.52 – “And the disciples were filled with joy and with the Holy

Boldness…  (vv.46-47) 
 

Ä “Then Paul and Barnabas grew bold…” 
 
 

Ä God’s promise of boldness (Acts 1:8; 4:29; Luke 12:11-12; Eph. 3:11-15).  
 

¶ This internal boldness led to a major transition in Paul & 
Barnabas’ ministry focus…  A focus on the Gentiles! (vv.46-47) 

 

¶  v.51 – “They shook off the dust from their feet against them, 
and came to Iconium.”
