CONNECTION
[1] What insight, principle or observation from this weekend’s message did
you find to be most helpful, eye opening or troubling? Please explain.

OBSERVATION & INTERPRETATION
[2] Have you experienced a church service or been in a group where the
activity and gifts of the Holy Spirit were present? What did you observe
and how did it impact you?

[3] What insight did the Apostle Paul give us about the wise use of spiritual
gifts in 1 Corinthians 14:27-28; 14:39-407?
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APPLICATION
[4] Inaccurate information, fear, or a poor experience with immature
Christians can make us apprehensive of seeking the gifts and
manifestations of the Holy Spirit. What are some ways we can overcome
our blocks to receiving these “good gifts” (See James 1:17 and
Matthew 7:9-11) from God?

[5] Some feel that they must “have it all together” for God to manifest His
Spirit through them or that spiritual gifts are only for “Super Christians”.
How does Pastor Rich’s teaching on grace impact your understanding of
your “worthiness” to receive gifts of the Spirit?

[6] When seeking the Baptism in the Holy Spirit it is sometimes said “it is
more important to seek the one giving the gift than the manifestations of
the gift.” What do you think is meant by this expression?

REFLECTION
[7] What gift (s) of the Spirit have you seen yourself operating in? Do they
need to be stirred up and reactivated? Is God placing a desire for new
gifts or a particular gift of the Spirit in your heart? Are you ready to
ask—if not why not? If the answer is yes take that next step and begin to
seek Him in prayer!
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
