Principle Was Illustrated In Genesis 22
God had given the instructions to Sacrifice Your Son…

Abraham said, Me and my son are going up “TO WORSHIP”
On the way up the Mountain, Isaac asked an interesting question…

Genesis 22:7 (NLT) 
7 Isaac turned to Abraham and said, “Father?” “Yes, my son?” Abraham 

replied. “We have the fire and the wood,” the boy said, 
“but where is the lamb for the burnt offering?” 

He understood that Worship required something in your hand!!!

Deuteronomy 16:16-17 (NIV) 
16 ….No man should appear before the Lord EMPTY-HANDED:

Exodus 10:24-26 (NIV) 
24 Then Pharaoh summoned Moses and said, "Go, worship the Lord. 

Even your women and children may go with you; 
ONLY LEAVE YOUR FLOCKS AND HERDS BEHIND." 

25 But Moses said, "You must allow us to have sacrifices and burnt 
offerings to present to the Lord our God. 

26 Our livestock too must go with us; not a hoof is to be left behind. 
We have to use some of them in worshiping the Lord our God, and until 
we get there we will not know what we are to use to worship the Lord."
