When	you	say	they	are	wicked	and	
should	be	punished,	you	are	condemning	yourself,	for	you	who	
judge	others	do	these	very	same	things…	4	Don’t	you	see	how	

wonderfully	kind,	tolerant,	and	patient	God	is	with	you?	Does	this	
mean	nothing	to	you?	Can’t	you	see	that	his	kindness	is	intended	

to	turn	you	from	your	sin?	–	Romans	2:1,	4
