Scripture Reading: Genesis 16:11-12;  Genesis 17:19-21 

 

Reasons why Pastor Sam is preaching this sermon: 

• This is not a newspaper piece or the latest hottest news – this is BIBLICAL 

PROPHECY and is connected to our Faith in Jesus and our Future in this 

Volatile World. 

• To give us a HOPE in GOD who holds our future in a seemingly uncertain future 

• Israel and Iran and the wars of the middle east is spoken of in the Bible. (This is 

not about politics but about the Bible) 

 

1. Understanding the Israel-Iran Conflict from the Biblical Perspective. 

 

Note: There are 2,500 prophesies in the Bible. Out of this, 2,000 prophecies has 

already been fulfilled. Prophecy is History foretold before it happened. This is 

why we have the future made known to us in the pages of the Bible.

In your own words, share how this  

    statement changes the way you face the uncertainties of life on this earth in  

    Christ? How can you apply what you just shared in the current season you are at  

     in life?

b) Why was the younger son chosen? Read Romans 9:7b & Galatians 3:29 

 

c) Galatians 3:29 affirms us that because we belong to Christ, we have become the 

true children of Abraham, and the blessing of Abraham belongs to us. What does 

this reveal to you about the Nature of God? With your understanding, (the 

answer you just gave) – how will you practice your faith in Jesus when you are 

face with uncertainties of the future: the changes in our country, worldwide 

economy, rumors of war and etc

sermon. Which of the lesson resonate with you the most? How will you apply it in 

Q3 of 2025?
