Read: Galatians 5:22-23 
 
Words God will never say: 
 

• The depth of my affection is dependent on you. 
o Read Psalm 36:5-9 

 
• I expect you to do better. 

o God is not performance driven. 
 

• If you don’t say the magic words, then my hands are tied. 
o You don’t have to know the “right” words to say or the “right” way to 

pray.  It is your faith that touches Heaven. 
o Read: Matthew 17:20 

 
• I don’t like being with you when things are messy. 

o Read Hebrews 13:5 
o So often we keep God from the parts of our lives that he wants to be 

so deeply involved in. 
 

• I allow evil because it will make you a better person. 
o Read: James 1:2-4, 17 

 
• You are not allowed to participate until you are perfect. 

 
• I find your questions offensive. 

o Read: Matthew 7:7 
o Read: James 4:3 

 



 
 

• You are deafer than my ability to communicate. 
o Read: Psalm 46:10 

 
• I only love you today because I know your potential. 

o Read: Romans 5:8 
 

• Shaming is sometimes a good thing. 
o Read: John 8:7 

 
• I put up with you only because Jesus loves you. 

o Read: Psalm 139:1-12 
 

• I would rather you attempt to be holy than be honest. 
o Read: Matthew 5:8 
o Read: 2 Corinthians 3:18
