John 11:38-44

*Then Jesus, deeply moved again, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone lay against
it. ° Jesus said, “Take away the stone.” Martha, the sister of the dead man, said to him, “Lord, by
this time there will be an odor, for he has been dead four days.” *° Jesus said to her, “Did | not tell
you that if you believed you would see the glory of God?” ** So they took away the stone. And
Jesus lifted up his eyes and said, “Father, | thank you that you have heard me. **1 knew that you
always hear me, but | said this on account of the people standing around, that they may believe
that you sent me.” “*When he had said these things, he cried out with a loud voice, “Lazarus,
come out.” ** The man who had died came out, his hands and feet bound with linen strips, and his
face wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Unbind him, and let him go.”

John 20:24-31

“* Now Thomas, one of the twelve, called the Twin,@ was not with them when Jesus came.?® So
the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless | see in his
hands the mark of the nails, and place my finger into the mark of the nails, and place my hand into
his side, | will never believe.” ?° Eight days later, his disciples were inside again, and Thomas was
with them. Although the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace
be with you.”?’ Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here, and see my hands; and put out your
hand, and place it in my side.

1 know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago was caught up to the
third heaven—whether in the body or out of the body | do not know, God knows. * And | know that
this man was caught up into paradise—whether in the body or out of the body | do not know, God
knows— “*and he heard things that cannot be told, which man may not utter.> On behalf of this
man | will boast, but on my own behalf | will not boast, except of my weaknesses— °though if |
should wish to boast, | would not be a fool, for | would be speaking the truth; but I refrain from it, so
that no one may think more of me than he sees in me or hears from me. ’ So to keep me from
becoming conceited because of the surpassing greatness of the revelations, a thorn was given me
in the flesh, a messenger of Satan to harass me, to keep me from becoming conceited. ® Three
times | pleaded with the Lord about this, that it should leave me. °But he said to me, “My grace is
sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore | will boast all the more
gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may rest upon me. *° For the sake of Christ,
then, | am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and calamities. For when |
am weak, then | am strong.

*S0 is it with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable; what is raised is
imperishable. ** It is sown in dishonor; it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness; it is raised in
power. **It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a natural body, there is
also a spiritual body. ** Thus it is written, “The first man Adam became a living being”; the last
