— THE SETTING —

John 2:1 On the third day there was a wedding in Cana
of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there. > Now both
Jesus and His disciples were invited to the wedding. * And
when they ran out of wine, the mother of Jesus said to
Him, “They have no wine.”



— THE SERVANTS —

John 2:4 Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does your con-
cern have to do with Me? My hour has not yet come.” s His
mother said to the servants, “Whatever He says to you, do
it.” ¢ Now there were set there six waterpots of stone, ac-
cording to the manner of purification of the Jews, contain-
ing twenty or thirty gallons apiece.



— THE SIGNIFICANCE —

John 2:9 When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that
was made wine, and knew not whence it was: (but the servants
which drew the water knew;) the governor of the feast called the
bridegroom, '° and saith unto him, Every man at the beginning
doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then
that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.
'1 This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and
manifested forth his glory; and his disciples believed on him.
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
