lMany of those outside of Christianity reject Jesus,             
because they feel rejected by Christians. 

 

lThe church should never become a political platform, but 
a platform where Jesus Himself is lifted up.  

 

lLegalism is defined as: Excessive adherence and               
dependence on moral law rather than on personal faith. 

 

“One issue with the church is that we are being persecuted 
for the things we have on our signs, rather than the Jesus 

we have in our hearts.” 

Luke 14:13 

 The poor are those that don’t have the answer in 
 which to live their life by. 

 The maimed are those that have been hurt by others, 
 and they feel like nobody cares. 

 The lame are those that do not have the strength to 
 even walk into the dreams that are in their hearts. 

 The blind are those that cannot see how the gospel of 
 Jesus can change their life forever.
