lThe Gospel needs to be central to our life, and everything 
we believe flows from that central point. 

 

lThe Gospel is the meat of God’s Word. 

 

1 Corinthians 3:1-4, Hebrews 6:1  

 

lMilk is a reference to the more easily digestible truths of 
doctrine that were given to new believers. Meat refers to 
the deeper features of the doctrines of Scripture. The         
difference is not in kind of truth, but degree of depth. 
 

lThe Gospel is as wide and far reaching as it is deep.

lIf we have not deeply accepted the Gospel: 

 

 1.  We are in danger of being led astray. 

 

2 Corinthians 11:3-4, Galatians 1:8-10 

 

 2.  We will find value and purpose in other things. 
 

 

lOur value is not based upon what we can do outside of 
God, our value is who we are inside of God. 

 
 

lGospel is the only thing that gives us value and purpose. 
Not according to what we have achieved, but what we 
have received by God’s grace through Jesus Christ.
