Matthew 2:4-5—4Herod called a meeting of all the leading 

priests and teachers of the law and asked them where the 

Christ would be born. 5They answered, “In the town of 

Bethlehem in Judea. The prophet [Micah] wrote about this in 

the Scriptures.” (NCV)   

 

Ephesians 4:18—18Their minds are in the dark, and they are 

stubborn . . . so they have missed out on the life that comes 

from God.” (CEV)  

 

• ___________ (King Herod) 

 

Matthew 2:3—3When Herod the king heard this, he was 

troubled, and all Jerusalem with him. (NASB)
