“And he who had died came out 

bound hand and foot with 

graveclothes, and his face was 

wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to 

them, “Loose him, and let him go.”



When our activity 
doesn’t line up 
with our identity, 
we create enmity.



“Therefore we must give 

the more earnest heed to 

the things we have heard, 

lest we drift away.”



Coming to God 
takes work.



“Now when they heard this, 

they were cut to the heart, and 

said to Peter and the rest of the 

apostles, “Men and brethren, 

what shall we do?”



“I have this against you, that you 

have left your first love. 5 Remember 

therefore from where you have fallen; 

repent and do the first works, or else I 

will come to you quickly and remove 

your lampstand from its place—

unless you repent.”

19 Also, many of those who had 

practiced magic brought their books 

together and burned them in the 

sight of all.
