As we continue in the gospel of John,  we

see the miracles Jesus performed early in

ministry and the impact they had on those

around him.  Ask any follower of Christ

today and they will tell you of the

marvelous things He has done for them!

Starting with salvation,  our Savior has

saved us from our sins!  We would tell of

the peace,  joy,  hope,  and contentment we

have in  walking with Him! We would easily

testify to our amazing relationship with

Christ and the incredible things He has

done for us.  we see it echoed Throughout

Scripture.  The gospel of John is  an entire

book devoted to giving testimony to Christ

and detailing His remarkable ministry.

Today,  let's  dive into how the people Jesus

fed are concerned about their physical

hunger and how it relates back to the Old

Testament.

Passages we’ll review:

John 6:1-15;  Deuteronomy 18:15-18;  

Matthew 17:5;  1  Timothy 2:5



As you begin tonight,  think about a time

when Jesus has met a physical need in your

life.  

How did He meet your need? Was it in a way

that you expected?

What stood out to you from the message

this week? What led you to really think?

Did anything challenge you?

What jumped out at you from the video in

this session? What are some of your

favorite miracles performed by Jesus?



Read John 6:1-15

As we begin John 6,  we find one of Jesus’

miracles of greatest magnitude.  it  is  so

impressive that it is  recorded in all four

Gospels.  A huge crowd had been following

Jesus and His disciples for several days.

While some were following Him because of

His teachings,  many were simply amazed by

His miraculous healing.  In verse 4,  we read

that  Passover was quickly approaching.

What is  the significance of the Passover

being mentioned as we read of Jesus

miraculously feeding the crowd?

(The festival of Passover was a time to

remember God’s deliverance of His people

from slavery in Egypt.  As the Lord passed

over,  they had been saved from death by the

blood of the sacrificed lamb that was

placed around their door frames.  In the

same way,  Jesus,  the Perfect Lamb,  was

God’s ultimate deliverance for us as the

perfect sacrifice for sin.)



After being followed by such a large crowd

for several days,  Jesus and His disciples

went to the mountainside.  When Jesus saw

the crowd had followed them around the

Sea,  He had compassion on them. Just as

Moses asked God how he was to feed such a

great multitude after leaving Egypt,  Jesus

asked a similar question of Philip.  

What was Jesus’  true intent in asking

Philip where they would buy bread to feed

the crowd?

(Jesus was testing Philip ’s  faith in Him as

the Messiah.  He was looking beyond the

physical need to the spiritual need!)



After everyone was fed,  rather than simply

encouraging everyone to return home,

Jesus instructed His disciples to collect

the leftovers so that nothing would be

lost.  What was the result of this exercise

and why was this significant? 

(The disciples collected twelve baskets

full of leftovers from only five loaves of

bread and two fish.  This gave credibility to

Jesus’  ability to perform miracles.)

What was the crowd’s response to the

twelve baskets of leftover pieces? Was this

the response that Jesus desired?

(They realized the magnitude of the

miracle performed and remembered the Old

Testament promise that there would be a

Prophet that would come to save them.

They even declared that Jesus was this

Prophet.  However,  they were in search of

an earthly,  powerful king,  not an eternal

King who would be their Lord and Savior.)



How do you think their response to Jesus

compares to the response of people today?

Let’s  take a look back at this promise in

the Old Testament.  

Read Deuteronomy 18:15-18

As Moses prepared the Israelites to enter

the Promised Land,  he made sure to remind

them of all that God had commanded them

to do.  He also reminded them of their past

so that they would not repeat the mistakes

of the previous generation.  As they

encountered other nations,  they would

also encounter beliefs and practices

contrary to what God had commanded them.

What was the promise that Moses reminded

them of?

(God would send a prophet from among

them, to whom they would listen.)



As the Israelites encountered God during

the first revelation of the Ten

Commandments on Mt.  Sinai,  they had been

so terrified by God’s Presence that they

asked that He would not speak to them

directly anymore,  but that He would speak

through a prophet.  Over the years,  as they

went through cycles of obedience and

disobedience,  God would indeed send many

prophets to His people to speak His words

to them and to guide them and,  when

necessary,  draw them back to Him. While

they were all sent by God,  they were not

the Prophet Moses was referring to.   

Read 1  Timothy 2:5

Who was the true Prophet that Moses

spoke of?

(Jesus Christ)

God confirms this to us as we see His

response to the Transfiguration in

Matthew 17:5.



 What did He say to the disciples who were

present?

(This is  my beloved Son,  with whom I am

well pleased; listen to Him)

What did the Israelites in the Old

Testament and the Israelites in the crowd

in John 6 have in common?

(At times,  they only followed God because

of what He could do for them physically,

but did not realize their need for Him

spiritually,  as displayed by their actions.)

In hindsight,  we can see how easily the

people in the crowd, and sometimes even

the disciples,  only saw the physical

provisions and misunderstood the

magnitude of Jesus’  power and the eternal

impact that his teachings would have on

the world.  

Do you think this is  still an issue today?

Why or why not? 



In what areas do you need to begin to

look beyond the physical provision to

the spiritual provision?

What can we draw from today’s  study

that can help us to grow in our

relationship with Him?

What can you do this week that can help

others who may be in the crowd to see

that they also need a Savior?

As you encounter experiences in life,

remember that many times,  just as with the

feeding of the crowd, Jesus desires to

respond in a way that might not make

human sense,  but rather in a way that

brings the most glory to God! Just like the

boy who shared his lunch, God can take our

“little” and do mighty things if we give it

to Him.

together:

Jesus is  the perfect example of how we

should live our lives in service to those

around us.  Tonight,  we get to see Him in

service to those closest to Him, rescuing

His disciples who found themselves in the

middle of a storm on high seas with no

other place to go! The miracle of Jesus

walking on water is  one of the most vivid

and awe-inspiring miracles He performs,

showing us His awesome power over His

creation,  yet His compassion and love for

those He holds dear.  As we read through

this miracle,  it  is  easy to focus on the

amazing walk of Jesus across the sea,  but

there is  so much more lying under the

surface into which we can dive deeper.  

Passages we’ll review:

John 6:16-21;  Isaiah 41:9-10; Job 9:8;  

Psalm 107:23-32; Hebrews 11:1

As you begin tonight,  think about a time in

your life when you have been in the midst

of a storm. 

What emotions did you experience during

this trial? What helped you through this

time?



As the disciples got out into the middle of

the lake,  what happened?

(A terrible storm set in.)

Due to its location in the Jordan Rift

Valley,  the Sea of Galilee is  often

subjected to an evening west wind that can

lead to sudden severe storms and massive

waves.  

Read John 6:16 -  21

At what time of day did the disciples head

out into the Sea of Galilee? What was the

significance of this?

(The disciples left when evening came; it

was dark outside.  We often relate darkness

to fear,  because we can’t see what is  around

us.)



As the disciples got out in the middle of

the lake in the midst of one of these

storms,  how do you think they felt?

(Terrified; in great danger)

Earlier in the day,  they had seen Jesus

work a great miracle when He fed the

multitude.  Now, as they saw Jesus

approaching on the water,  they were

terrified.  

Why do you think they were so afraid?

(They didn’t  realize who it was/thought it

was a ghost.  Also,  the extreme fear from

the threat of death could have affected

them.)

How did Jesus calm their fears?

(He told them Who He was -  “I  AM”.)



Read Isaiah 41:9 -  10

What was the hope that the people were

reminded of? What were they promised?

(They had been chosen by God.  Because they

were His people,  he wouldn’t let them

down.)

As we mentioned last week,  the people of

Israel had a reputation for their cycles of

obedience and disobedience.  During their

times of disobedience,  they were often

exiled into a land of slavery.  They often

turned to other gods to worship,  but God’s

covenant with them was unconditional.  

What other miracles occurred once Jesus

got into the boat?

(He calmed the sea and they were

immediately at the shore where they were

heading.)



Read Job 9:8

How does this relate to the miracle of

Jesus calming the sea?

(We are reminded that God who created the

heavens also has the power to control the

heavens and the earth and even walk on

water.  The One who made the sea can also

calm the sea!)

Read Psalm 107:23-32

In this passage,  we see a situation much

like the one the disciples faced.  

As the storm raged and the ship was

violently tossed about,  what did the people

do?

(They cried out to the Lord.)



What happened as a result of their faith in

Him?

(He brought them out of their distress,

calmed the storm, and stilled the waters.

Then He took them to the shore.)

According to verses 31-32,  what should be

our response to God’s provisions in the

midst of difficult times?

(We should give thanks to Him for His

faithful love,  worship Him for Who He is,

and share with others what He has done.)

Read Hebrews 11:1

How can this verse encourage us in the

difficult storms we encounter in life?



What encouraged you the most in today’s

study? Are you in the midst of any storms

right now?

Warren Wiersbe wrote: “In Scripture,  a

storm is often a symbol of the awesome

presence and power of God.  The cloud and

darkness,  the thunder and lightning,  and

the earthquake and fire all manifested the

greatness of God and produced a holy fear

in the hearts of the people.”

Faith expects God to act.  The disciples

encountered a terrible storm in the

darkness of night,  unable to see what was

around them. Sometimes,  in the middle of

our storms,  we may feel lost in the

darkness that surrounds us.  But if we can

learn from the faith of the disciples and

others throughout the Bible,  we can trust

that God will never leave us or forsake us.

We can always put our hope in Him!



Pray that as you encounter various

trials that you will be comforted by and

strengthened in Him. As you go through

those trials,  remember to praise Him

for who He is!  Use your experiences to

be a light to those who don’t know Him. 

If you are not currently in the midst of

a trial,  remember to always pray for

your brothers and sisters in Christ who

are going through trials,  that they may

have His peace in the midst of the storm.

As you find yourself in the storms of life,

remember that we serve a holy God who not

only created the world around us,  but also

controls it.  When difficult times come,  we

can rest in the promise that Jesus brings

peace in the midst of the storm. He allows

the storms to come in order that we may

grow in our knowledge and understanding

of Him. The disciples’  experience in the

storm taught them to trust Him more.

In this week’s  passage,  we find multiple

conversations in which Jesus declares

Himself the Bread of Life.  The three main

points He makes in this passage are that

the Father gives this bread and draws

people to it,  Jesus Himself is  the bread,

and whoever eats of this bread will have

eternal life.  

Tonight,  we will focus on a passage from

Paul’s  letter to the church in Colossae.  It

is one of the most potent descriptions of

who Jesus is ,  what He has done,  and what

He is  continuing to do today.

Passages we’ll review:

John 6:22-40; Ephesians 2:8-10; 

Colossians 1:15-23; Romans 12:1-2

Growing up,  what was the best gift you

ever received? 

What did you have to do in order to receive

that gift?



Last week,  we read that after witnessing

the feeding of the multitude with only 5

loaves of bread and 2 small fish,  the

disciples went ahead of Jesus to the other

side of the Sea of Galilee.  On the way,  they

encountered a terrible storm. Jesus met

them out on the water in the midst of the

storm and revealed Himself to them as I

AM, calming the storm and getting them

safely to shore.

The next day,  the crowd began looking for

Jesus,  but He was nowhere to be found! Out

of curiosity,  they traveled across the sea

to Capernaum in hopes of finding Jesus

again.  

When they got to Capernaum, they found

Jesus.  However,  they were still unsure of

how he got there,  and they asked Him when

He had arrived.  

Read John 6:22-34



What did Jesus tell them in response to

their question?

(He knew that they were seeking Him not

for His miracles,  but because of the food

only.)

Why was the crowd so eager to find Jesus?

(They were looking for more food)

While others may have been impressed by

their tenacity to seek Jesus,  He knew their

true motive in looking for Him. Instead of

answering their actual question,  Jesus

revealed to them that He knew what they

were actually seeking.  But Jesus used this

opportunity as a teaching experience.  



How did the crowd respond to Jesus’

revelation?

(They asked what they needed to do to

“perform the works of God.”)

Many people seek to earn their way into

heaven,  but Jesus made it perfectly clear

what they must do.  

What was the work that Jesus required?

(They had to believe in Jesus,  the One who

had been sent.)

These people missed the real miracle Jesus

had performed the day before.  They were

only concerned with the food for the body,

and completely missed the fact that Jesus

provides food for the spirit.  They were

looking for manna,  or the physical bread

from the miracle,  but Jesus is  the true

Bread of Life.  He came not only to sustain

life,  but to give eternal life.  



Read John 6:35-40

This provided the opportunity for Jesus to

reveal a simple truth to them, the first of

His I  AM statements.  

Who did Jesus say He was? 

(I  Am the Bread of Life.)  

Their works alone would do nothing to

earn salvation.  And even though they had

seen Jesus perform a great miracle the day

before,  in order to believe what He said,

they demanded a sign.  Jesus reminded them

that it was God who had performed the

miracle of the manna,  and that only He

could provide the true Bread from heaven.

Once again,  they answered Jesus in search

of food as they responded: “Give us this

bread always!”



Read Colossians 1:15-23

What do we learn about Jesus in verse 15?

(He is  the image of the invisible God!)

Read Ephesians 2:8-10

What was the gift that Jesus provided?

(Salvation)

As Jesus told the crowd, our salvation is

not based on anything we have done.  We can

never earn it.  Rather,  it  is  a  gift from God

achieved solely by the work of Christ on

the cross!  He is  our Redeemer,  but He is

also our Creator.

It was at this point that Jesus told them

He had revealed the greatest sign to them,

Himself,  and yet they had chosen not to

believe.  They had seen Him perform

miracles of healing and providing food,  but

they could not see beyond the physical to

understand the true gift He had offered

them.



Jesus is  the physical embodiment of the

invisible God! In John 14:9,  we are

reminded that if we have seen Jesus,  we

have also seen God! 

What is  Paul trying to impress upon us in

verses 16-17?

(Christ is  supreme over all of creation.

Everything is  under His control.)

Just as Jesus revealed to the crowd in John

6,  we are reminded that Christ is  our

Sustainer and the Source of all life!  All of

creation exists for His glory! However,  sin

threw all of creation into a tailspin.  Only

Jesus could provide what was necessary to

bring us back to Him. 

What was required in order that we could

be reconciled to God?

(Christ died on the cross to pay the penalty

for sin and rose again to defeat sin and

death.)



Read Romans 12:1-2

What are we to do in response to God’s

mercy and gift of salvation?

(Be a living sacrifice.  Don’t follow the

ways of the world,  but allow God to change

you and become who He desires,  a  person He

can use.)

In short,  Jesus entered the world,  endured

the cross,  paying the penalty for our sin,

and rose again victorious,  conquering sin

and death!

As followers of Christ,  we have been

redeemed! We are seen as holy and

blameless because of His sacrifice! As a

result,  we ought to live in a manner that

reflects this priceless gift.



Since Jesus Christ offered Himself as a

sacrifice for our sin,  we are to live our

lives in a manner that brings glory and

honor to Him! We can only be used by Him

when we surrender our lives fully to Him.

As the great British athlete C.T.  Studd

said,  “If Jesus Christ be God and died for

me,  then no sacrifice can be too great for

me to make for Him.”  

Our worship to Him is  more than just songs

that we sing; it  is  in the life that we live!

We must allow Him to change us from

within so that we can live differently from

the world around us.  Only then can we live

in a way that will glorify Him and draw

others to Him. No matter what we face,

nothing can ever separate us from Him.

Christ is  all we need!

Take time to thank Him for being the

ultimate sacrifice.  Pray for opportunities

to be a living sacrifice,  a  vessel God can

use to share the true Bread of Life with

others.
