1. In Paul's defense, how does he identify himself with his accusers?
What was the purpose in Paul doing this?

2. In Acts 22:14, Ananias said to Paul: “The God of our fathers has
chosen you that you should know His will, and see the Just One, and hear the
voice of His mouth.” Discuss how this verse provides a three-fold summary
not only of the life of Paul but also of the Christian life.

3. Read Ephesians 2:1-10 and discuss the following questions: What was
our position without Christ and how did we walk? What is our position with
Christ and how did this change? What did His love and mercy do for us? And
why did He do this?

4. Take time to share with one another a short testimony of what God has
been doing in your life this year. As you close, take time to pray for one
another and praise God for what He has done and is doing in your lives.
