
“Show Up for your Show Up Moments” - Pastor Jim Rion
HOPE GROUP STUDY - Week of April 19, 2026

Which of the four reasons (sin, self,
struggles, success) do you think is
most dangerous or subtle?  Why?
In what areas of your life do you find it
easiest to trust God? Where is it
hardest?
Who in your life helps you “show up”
well spiritually? How do they influence
you?
What lies or doubts do you feel like
you’ve believed recently (similar to the
serpent’s tactics in Genesis 3)?
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In Genesis 3, the serpent questions what God
said, creating doubt. Eve responds but adds
to God’s command. The serpent then directly
contradicts God and appeals to desire—
wisdom, beauty, and independence.  Eve
gives in, eats the fruit, and Adam follows.
This moment wasn’t just about fruit—it was a
“show-up moment.” A moment where trust,
obedience, and identity were tested… and
missed.  We all have “show-up moments”—
times where God invites us to trust Him, obey
Him, or step into something meaningful. But
we often miss them.  We heard that there are
4 main reasons we miss these show up
moments:  Sin, self, struggles, and success.
