Have you ever ignored wise counsel
and later realized it would have helped
you?  Why did you ignore their
counsel?
What “residue” from the past do people
commonly carry into new seasons?
What qualities make someone
trustworthy enough to mentor others?
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     Naomi saw something Ruth could not yet
fully see — a future filled with favor, security,
and restoration. She knew where Boaz
would be, what Ruth needed to do, and how
to position herself wisely.
     Ruth’s breakthrough was connected to
listening, humility, preparation, healing from
the past, and trusting godly instruction.
     We also find that mentors bring
impartation, not just information, wisdom is
applied knowledge, and we must not drag
bitterness, pain, and old wounds into a new
season.
     The anointing represents healing,
freedom, joy, and preparation for what God
has next.  Your future may already be
waiting on the other side of obedience,
healing, and alignment.
