“Take your eyes off your sorrows and turn them onto your Savior.”

1. Jesus still moves the stone of SORROW.

John 20:15,16 - “ ‘Dear woman, why are you crying?’ Jesus asked
her. ‘Who are you looking for?’ She thought He was a gardener. ‘Sir,’
she said, ‘If you have taken him away, tell me where you have put
him, and | will go and get him.” ‘Mary,” Jesus said. She turned to Him
and cried out, ‘Rabboni!’ (which is Hebrew for teacher).”

2. Jesus still moves the stone of FEAR.

John 20:19 - “On the evening of that first day of the week, when the
disciples were together, with the doors locked for fear of the Jewish
leaders, Jesus came and stood among them and said,
‘Peace be with you.”

3. Jesus still moves the stone of DOUBT.

John 20:26-28 - “A week later His disciples were in the house again.
And Thomas was with them. Though the doors were locked, Jesus
came and stood among them and said, ‘Peace be with you.” Then He
said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here: see My hands. Reach out your
hand and put it info My side. Stop doubting and believe.” Thomas
said to Him, ‘My Lord, and my God!”

4. Jesus still moves the stone of SIN.
John 20:22.23 - “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive anyone’s
sins, their sins are forgiven. If you do not forgive them,
they are not forgiven.”

“The same power that moved the stone that day
is still moving stones in this room today!”
