Three	ways	the	Kingdom	of	God	or	Heaven	are	thought	about…

1)	Ethical	view:	Emphasizes	living	a	certain	way	

2)	Experiential	view:	Emphasizes	your	heart	

3)	Eschatological	view	(last	things):	Emphasizes	what	God	is	doing	in
the	world	and	history	until	the	end.

We	will	worship	because	the	nations	will	no	longer	rage	(18)	

We	will	worship	because	the	saints	will	be	rewarded	(18)	

We	will	worship	because	the	wicked	will	be	destroyed	(18)	

There	are	dark,	deceptive	powers	at	work	in	this	world,	but	there	is	a
greater	power	at	work,	who	is	Christ	Jesus,	the	King.	

We	will	worship	because	God	Himself	will	be	with	us	(19)
